Language Development instruction (DELD).

v Strategies used for oral language development
such as pair share, visuals, and read-alouds.

v Utilize sentence frames to support students
speaking in complete sentences.

Writing Goal:

v/ Daily writing across all curricular areas using
Thinking Maps

v/ Direct instruction in sentence and paragraph
writing.

Parent/Teacher Collaboration:

v' Second Grade Dino Day
v'Invite parents to run small math groups in class.

v' Encourage volunteers/help in the classroom.

At Home

Here are some ideas of how families can support
students’ success:

» Practice always speaking in complete
sentences

> Allow your child to practice with educational
games at home using computers/tablets/ipads
from sites such as IXL, starfall.com, and All the
Right Type.

»  Ensure that your child reads (or is read to) on a
nightly basis from books in their reading level.

» Point out proficient examples of writing when
reading books.

» Ensure that homework reflects complete
sentences and is turned in on time.

» Volunteer time in the classroom when
available.

» Help plan and run Dino Day.
» Communicate with teacher as needed.

» Ensure that your child is at school, on time,
each and every day.
