The goal of this class is to improve listening, speaking, 

reading, writing, and vocabulary skills to advance in employment or higher education, 

such as college or job training programs. Topics will include money, housing, health, life 

skills, community services, technology, education, and employment.  

 

 

LEARNING GOALS 

 

By the end of this class, students will be able to demonstrate improved listening, 

reading, speaking, and writing skills, including the ability to: 

 Understand and be understood by others in most conversations 

 Write a 3-5 paragraph essay with appropriate vocabulary, grammar, and details 

 Read passages and summarize the main ideas and supporting details 

 Use new vocabulary in conversation and in writing 

 

CLASS EXPECTATIONS  

 

Students should attend class 2 or more days a week, participate in daily lessons, and 

complete most assignments. Don’t forget to sign in each day on the attendance 

clipboard near the sink. Please don’t write in any of the class textbooks and always 

return them at the end of the class.  

 

To advance to ESL level 5, you should receive a CASAS score of 227+ (reading) or  

211+ (listening) and participate in class. To graduate from the ESL program at the end 

of level 5, you should have a CASAS score of 239+ (reading) or 232+ (listening) and at 

least 100 hours of attendance. Class participation includes reading, writing, listening, 

and speaking activities such as conversation practice, EL Civics lessons, tests, and 

group projects.
