*Art Fundamentals: is designed to introduce students to the basics of art.  During this class students will create original artworks, conduct reading and writing activities, and keep a visual and written journal.

*During our virtual learning: Students will hold onto their work and turn it in once we return to our regular class structure

*Grading Policy: The grade that you receive on original artwork will be calculated based on your work ethic, time spent in class working bell to bell and inclusion of the specified standard.  You are here to learn about art, please do not be intimidated by the subject.  
*Late Work Policy: I give ample time for all students to finish their assignments during class.  Students are permitted to take their work home if they need extra time.  Students are expected to turn in all work on time.  Work turned in the day after an assignment is due will be accepted for half credit.  Work is not accepted any other time after the second day.

*Absence and Due Dates:  If a student is absent and excused from school they must come to me to speak about an extension the same day that they return.  One extra day will be given for each excused class day missed.
*Student Artwork Policy: When students create artwork this procedure MUST be followed.  

1. I will introduce the lesson on the first day of the project.  Each student will then create a QUALITY rough draft in their sketch/notebook.  The students may work on their rough draft at home as homework if they do not complete their rough draft during class time.

2. The next day each student’s rough draft will be checked and final paper will be distributed.  The artwork must be turned in on the paper distributed in class unless I give permission to use another product.

3. Students will work bell to bell on their project until the day it is due, students are permitted to take projects home, but they must be brought back to class the next day.  Students not working during class will be docked points.
