Appropriate and
consistent discipline policies and the implementation of
support in the areas of behavior and academics will be
practiced. A multi-tiered System of Support for Behavior
(MTSS-B) will be used with students to increase positive
classroom and school behavior.

. Provide sentence frames to build grade appropriate
sentences

. Expose students to a wide variety of vocabulary and
academic language on a daily basis

Safe Learning Environments:
d Notify parents of positive and negative behavior

. Reward for positive behavior and discipline for negative
behavior

. Monitor student behavior through a clip/card system

e Spend time reading to and with your child.

¢ Encourage your child to read books at his or her
reading level.

¢ Allow your child to explore computer writing
programs like Word and PowerPoint to encourage
creativity.

* Discuss the cause and effect of our actions.

teacher with them. Be sure not to overlook the

positive things.
