It was created to 
help students, teachers, and fami-
lies understand and learn about 

Mental Health is Not a Fad it’s a Fact 

how to maintain a healthy mind 
and healthy relationships so eve-
ryone can succeed. 

To learn about social emo-
tional wellness also comes learn-
ing about mental health, especial-

ly in children. Sev-
eral studies show 
that kids as young 
as 5 can get diag-
nosed with depres-
sion or other be-
havioral and men-
tal disorders. Other 
studies show that 
suicide is the 3rd 
leading cause of 
death among chil-
dren just behind 
firearm-related in-
juries and motor 
vehicular accidents.  
Many children alike 
tend to have feel-
ings that their men-
tal status has not 
been met with 
proper care, wheth-
er it be feelings of 
an unwelcome at-
mosphere or not 
knowing that some-
thing could be 
wrong with their 
mental state in the 
first place. It’s con-
cerning to see, es-
pecially when only 
83% of schools 
practice SEL week 
and then after that 
approximately 35% 
hold sustainable 
programs for stu-
dents to get help 
for their mental 
health. 

Since Social Emotional Learning 
only became nationally recognized 
in 1994, it’s a slight mystery how 
the world approached mental 
health and the socioemotional well-
being of students. While psycholo-
gy and studies of mental health can 
be seen beginning as far back as 
Sigmund Freud (late 19th century), 
supportive studies were not oper-
ated until 1948 by the British Na-
tional Assocation of Mental Hy-
giene. Even then, many people 
were institutionalized or loboto-
mized for showing symptoms of 
mental disorders. 

 Nowadays, mental health stud-
ies are done every year—if not eve-
ry couple of months by multiple 
organizations. More accurate diag-
nostics are given to teenagers and 
adults alike. The idea of mental 
health has grown less stigmatized 
as it has become a real study and 
helped taught to children as far 
back as 1994.

Twenty professional racers are 
chosen for the 75th year of Formula 
1 Racing, and the season begins for 
the first header, the Australian 
Grand Prix. This Australian Grand 
Prix will continue over the course 
of two days, March 14th-March 16th, 
for a portion of the prize pot re-
ward money.  

The Australian Grand Prix is 
the first of twenty headers, United 
States being the tenth Grand Prix 
in the Formula 1 2025 racing sea-
son. Some of the drivers include

Pierre Gasly, Andrea Kimi An-
tonelli, and Max Verstappen. 
Verstappen, by Formula 1’s driver 
standings, has ranked first and 
held the most points from each 
Formula 1 season for the past 4 
years (2020-2024), usually by 
more than 100 points.  

Each Grand Prix lasts about 2-
3 days, usually starting with a pa-
rade and ending the final day with 
the large, anticipated race. The 
points system, updated in 2010, 
consists of the first-place winner 

gaining 25 points in their standings, 
second place gets 18, and third 
place gets 15.  

The Final Grand Prix takes 
place from the 5th to the 7th of De-
cember in Abu Dhabi, meaning that 
the entire calendar of Formula 1 
racing takes almost 9 months in 
duration; this gives them a 3-month 
off-season to prepare for the 2026 
season which obviously has yet to 
be announced.  

On March 18th, at the Tokyo 
Dome in Japan, the MLB season 
officially started between two pop-
ular teams, the Los Angeles Dodg-
ers and the Chicago Cubs. 

The opening game in the To-
kyo series started at 7:00pm local 
Japan time, which is at 3:00am Pa-
cific time. It was a wholesome mo-
ment 
for a 

few of players from both 
teams. A handful of players have 
played in the Japan leagues before 
coming to the MLB and was a 
memorable moment for them.

as of now. Ohtani had recently won 
the World Baseball Classic in the 
Tokyo Dome in 2023 for team
