Minimum Dress Code Requirements for Grades K-8 Cal Aero students are expected to wear clothing that is comfortable, clean,
safe and APPROPRIATE. What a student wears to school must not disrupt the educational process at Cal Aero and adhere to the
following:

e Makeup is not permitted. (Kinder through 6th grade)

e Shoes must be worn. Sandals must have a heel strap. Crocs cannot be worn without the strap around the heel.

e No sagging pants, visible undergarments are not permitted.

e Bare midriffs are not permitted.

e Halter, tube, spaghetti straps, strapless, and visible undergarments are not permitted.

e Tank tops are permitted as long as the torso is not shown.

e Skirts and shorts must be no shorter than mid-thigh.

® Rips or tears in shorts/pants/ jeans must start below the bottom of the front pocket lining, or you need to wear bike shorts
under them.

e Jewelry which creates a health or safety hazard is not permitted.

e Approved hats or head coverings may be worn during outside activities for protection only and must be worn forward facing.
Hats may not be worn in the classroom. Sweatshirt hoodies and beanies may not be worn in class and only outside if it is raining
e Pajamas (including flannel or fleece pajama pants) or slippers are not permitted.

e Headphones outside of class & only in class w/ teacher permission

e Clothing, jewelry, and personal items (backpacks, fanny packs, gym bags, water bottles etc.) shall be free of writing, pictures or
any other insignia which are crude, vulgar, profane or sexually suggestive/revealing, which display drug, alcohol or tobacco
company advertising, promotions and likenesses, or which advocate gang, racial, ethnic or religious prejudice or causes a
substantial disruption of the orderly operation of the school is not permitted.
