Geometry Definitions
Angle:  	A figure formed by two rays with a common endpoint.
Area:  	The number of nonoverlapping unit squares of a given size that will exactly cover the
interior of a plane figure.
Center of a Circle:  The point inside a circle that is the same distance from every pint on the circle.
Circle:  	The set of points in a plane that are a fixed distance from a given point called the center of the circle.
Congruence:  Having the same size and same shape, represented by the symbol    
Degree:  A unit of angle measure; one degree is    of a circle.
Endpoint: A point at the end of a segment or the starting point of a ray.
Line:  A line is a set of all points (straight path) that has no thickness and extends forever in both directions.
Plane:   	It is a flat surface that has no thickness and extends forever.
Ordered Pair:  A pair of numbers (x, y) that can be used to locate a point on a coordinate plane. The first number x indicates the distance to the left or right of the origin, and the second number y indicates the distance above or below the origin.
Point:	It names a location and has no size.
Ray:	A part of a line that starts at an endpoint and extends forever in one direction.
Segment:	A part of a line consisting of two endpoints and points between them.
