Parents/Guardians will also receive an
invitation to their email listed in Aeries. Assignments, materials and reminders will be posted in
Google Classroom. You will usually turn assignments in during class, but | will let you know
when you should be using Google Classroom to turn things in.

Grades: 90-100% A, 80-89% B, 70-79% C, 60-69% D, 59% and below: F. Your grades will be
based 50% on assignments, and 50% on tests/projects. Grades and missing assignments can
always be checked by using the Aeries student or parent portal, or by emailing me.
