GOAL 1: Staff will use data collection tools to 
monitor the PLC Process to meet Collaborative 
Team Action Plan Numbers 2 and 8. The 
administration will collaborate to complete 
monthly classroom walkthroughs to view 
learning intentions, success criteria, student 
engagement, and a positive learning 
environment. 

GOAL 2: Eagle Canyon will score a 2 out of 2 
on the Tier I TFI feature 1.11 by including 
feedback from Champions employees, PE 
Coaches, and the San Bernardino County 
classroom teachers to ensure stakeholder 
involvement at all levels.   

GOAL 3: On the 2023 CAASPP, the percent of 
students scoring “Standards Met” and 
“Standards Exceeded” (combined) in ELA will 
increase from 71% to 74% and in Math will 
increase from 64% to 67%.
