Students are expected to type all answers for online assignments. (Blue or black ink is expected for notes taken during class or class work completed in class.) Please write or type in complete sentences unless otherwise instructed.

Essays and Responses:
All formal papers must be typed double-space with a font size of 12.  Please use a generic font such as Times New Roman or Courier.  Also, adhere to the appropriate margin requirements as indicated in your essay handout.  Be sure to note the length requirements of the assignment as they will play a major role in your paper’s grade.  Always use MLA format.  You can refer to your English Department handbook (located under files on our class page) or Purdueowl.com for help with MLA format and other English requirements.

Outside Reading Requirement:  An important part of the course is your outside reading requirement, also referred to as SSR.  Freshmen Honors will read four books off the College Bound Reading List by the end of each semester.  All books must be signed up in the Freshman Reading Log by the required date in order to receive full credit at the end of the semester.  The teacher will select a book or books from this list at the end of each semester for use with a project.
