AP Statistics Syllabus (REFLECTING DISTANCE LEARNING)
AP Statistics is a dynamic class that will impact your thinking and the way you view the world. Statistics is everywhere in today’s society.  You do not go a single day without hearing about some study and/or conclusions from a study or an experiment.  AP Statistics is designed to be an interactive, thought provoking course which allows you to construct your own understanding of concepts and techniques of statistics.  As such, you will be pushed to think at a higher level.  This course will impact your thinking and the way in which you view the world.  The goal of the course is to teach you to think carefully about collecting and analyzing data, as well as drawing conclusions from the data.  As such, examples, assignments, and projects, etc, will always be tied to the real world.  If you find statistics, bring them in and share what you have found.

I am here to facilitate your learning, guide your explorations, and formation of hypotheses.  You will learn appropriate statistical techniques and a variety of ways to communicate them within the context of statistical activities and experiences.  You will gain a working knowledge of statistical vocabulary and will be expected to use it correctly everyday.  You will also learn to be a competent interpreter and investigator of statistical data and information.  In order to do so, you will be expected to be actively engaged in class.  You will learn how to make connections between all aspects of the statistical process, including design, analysis, and conclusions.  You will be responsible for communicating methods, results, and interpretations using the correct vocabulary.

All students need to have graphing calculators. Only limited number of graphing calculators can be checked out from the school library. Additionally, almost all homework assignments and all assessments require the use of a graphing calculator, unless computer software is being used. Graphing calculators are to be used as a tool, but analysis and conclusions must be in the context of the problem, and not in calculator-speak. Students will be taught statistical topics such as how to enter data into lists, create plots from data, calculate recap statistics from data, find the least squares regression model from bivariate data, look at residual plots, re-express data to linearize the data, use the random number generator feature, calculate probability using the binomial and geometric distributions, calculate confidence intervals, and test hypothesis with the graphing calculator.

Grading Policy

Assessments (Tests and Quizzes) will be given live in class or during Google Meet. There may be take home assessments as well. Make sure to turn in your take home assessment before the deadline to avoid any technology problems. 
Assignments (Homework/Classwork) will be given daily and is expected to be completed by the end of the week. Do not wait till Thursday night to finish your assignments since it will be too much for one day. Assignments are designed to take about 1 hour of work daily.
