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Submitting Photography Assignments
· There are several ways you can submit work that contains photographs:
· Paste the assignment in a file (Microsoft Word) then paste the photos under each question. Then email the file.
· Email photos individually or in groups if your emailer has a limit on the size of the files.
· Put your work on a flash drive or CD and bring it to the teacher (your hardware will be returned).
· Print the photos (expensive!  Avoid doing this unless you’re rich). 

Don’t forget to include any required notes or labels (this is part of the grade). 

If your camera cannot do the assignment because it doesn’t have the needed settings (like focal length, aperture, etc.), come up with an alternate assignment and let me know what you did instead.  You will still get the points if you try something.

If you cannot come up with the setting requested in the assignment, like a wedding, a child, a rainy day, substitute something that will show that you understood what the lesson was trying to teach you.

Your score will be based on how hard you tried to meet the requirements of the assignment.  You will not be graded down for photos that did not turn out well, as long as you tried.
UNIT ZERO: Photography Assignment
15 points for 15 photos.
Photography Assignment

1. Practice taking photographs of moving subjects (people, animals, cars, etc.) using the information from the unit to help you. Submit three of your favorite photographs (three photos in all).
2. Practice taking photographs of individuals playing sports (running, soccer, skiing, etc.). If you can, try photographing different sports. Submit three of your favorite photographs from your practice (three photos in all).
3. Practice panning in photographs with a moving subject using the information from the unit. Submit three photographs from your practice (Note: your moving subject may not be perfectly in focus. The important thing is to practice the technique) (three photos in all).
4. Photograph some animals, either pets or wildlife. Submit three of your favorite photographs of animals (three photos in all).
5. Practice documentary photography. You might photograph a party, street scene, event, etc. Submit three of your favorite photographs (three photos in all).
UNIT ONE: Photography Assignment
23 points for 18 photos and 6 notes.
1. Environmental portraits are portraits that use props and/or the background to give information about the subject of the portrait. For example, taking a photograph of someone in a hard hat in front of a building under construction tells you the person might be a construction worker or foreman. Take an environmental portrait of three different people. Include a short description of the person, indicating what the props and/or background say about the subject (three photos and three notes in all).
2. Submit three black and white nature shots that could also be fine art photographs. For example, you might take a photograph of a landscape in the area where you live or a macro photograph of a flower (three photos in all).
3. Submit three photographs that a photojournalist might take of a single event or setting. Think about the story that you want to tell with the photographs and aim to illustrate that story through the photographs.  Submit three photos and a brief explanation of the story they might illustrate (three photos and one note in all).
4. Food photography is one area that has grown in popularity, particularly with stock photography. Practice taking photographs of different types of foods. Submit three of your favorite culinary/food photographs from your practice (three photos in all).
5. Compile six photographs that you might use in your portfolio. Submit the photographs with a short description of why you feel these would make good portfolio photographs (six photos and one description in all).
UNIT TWO: Photography Assignment
13 points for 7 photos and 3 release forms (two points each).
1. Create your own model release form that you could have individuals sign when they are recognizable in a photograph. Some examples can be found at the following sites:

2. Take one photograph in a public space and take another photograph in a private space (be sure to obtain permission) (two photos in all).
3. Find a location to photograph. Submit three photographs: one that is for personal use, one that could be used for editorial purposes, and one that would be acceptable for commercial use.
4. Use the model release form you created and obtain permission from two different individuals to take their photographs. Submit two photographs with these individuals present in the photograph in a recognizable way. Include copies of the two signed releases.  If you can, include a minor and use the appropriate release form.

UNIT THREE: Photography Assignment
21 points for 6 photos and 15 written parts.

1. Visit one or more of the following sites to see some of Ansel Adams’ photographs.  Choose one Ansel Adams image that you like. Describe the image and then critique the photograph using the information from the unit to help you form your critique. Include at least two paragraphs about the photograph (at least 10 sentences; include the photo, if possible).

2. Visit the following sites to see some of Edward Weston’s work.  Choose one natural item to photograph and take some photographs of the item in the style of Edward Weston. The item doesn’t have to be a shell or a pepper, but it should be something found in nature. Keep in mind aspects such as lighting, composition, and tone as you photograph. Submit three of your favorite photographs of the natural item (three photos in all).

3. Visit the following site to see some of Alfred Eisenstaedt’s photographs.  Choose one image from the site that you like. Describe the image and then critique the photograph using the information from the unit to help you form your critique. Include points from all three areas of critique (one photo and three critiques in all).

4. Visit the following sites for photographs from Alfred Eisenstaedt and Dorothea Lange.  Using the candid images as an inspiration, practice taking candid photographs of individuals. Photograph at least three different people and submit one photograph of each person that you feel comes closest to the work of Lange and/or Eisenstaedt (three photos and one photographer’s name in all).

5. Choose one of your own photographs and critique the photograph using the information from the unit. Submit both your photograph (it can be an image that you like or one that you feel could be improved) and the critique (including points from all three areas) (one photo and one critique in all).
UNIT FOUR: Photography Assignment
11 points for 10 photos and one note.
1. Practice cropping photographs. Submit one photograph that you’ve cropped and submit the original photograph (two photos in all).
2. Practice adjusting the color and brightness of photographs. Submit one original photograph and one photograph that has the color and/or brightness adjusted (two photos in all).
3. Practice resizing images. Submit one original photograph and one resized photograph (two photos in all).
4. Practice turning a color photograph to a black and white photograph. Submit the original color photograph and the new black and white image (two photos in all).
5. Practice applying filters to images. Submit an original image and one in which you have applied a filter to the image.  Say what filter you used (two photos and one note in all).
UNIT FIVE: Photography Assignment
10 points.

1. Using a photo editing software program, adjust an original image in at least two different ways. For example, you might apply a filter and adjust the color of an image or you might adjust the contrast of an image and crop the image. Submit the original image, the image after the first action, and the image after the second action (three photos in all).
2. Using a photo editing software program, create a special effect in your photograph. Each program will have different options for special effects so you may wish to check the manual or look for tutorials on creating special effects. The special effects may range from creating the illusion of texture in the photograph to adding glitter to the image (two photos in all).
3. Choose one image that you have taken and edit the photograph in a photo editing software program. You can use any of the tools in the program to enhance or improve the image. Submit both the original image and the edited image (two photos in all).
4. Use a photo editing software program to create a layer of an image. Submit the original image and the image with a layer present (two photos in all).
5. Using one of the images that you have taken, create a print of your image. For a digital image, print the image into a physical photograph.  Submit the photograph to show that you have completed the task (one hardcopy photo in all)..
UNIT SIX: Photography Assignment   
9 points for 6 photos, 2 notes and 1 frame.
1. Choose one of your photos that looks like ‘fine art photography’ and put a frame around it.  You can either do this using online ‘frames’ or you can print your photo and use a real frame (take a picture of this).  Submit one picture of your framed photo (one photo and one frame in all).
2. Choose an item and practice doing ‘product photography’ using different backgrounds.  Submit three photos of the same item using 3 different backgrounds.  Include a note saying which one is your favorite, and why (three photos and one note in all).
3. Find a stock image online that illustrates a certain mood or idea.  Create your own ‘stock image’ that depicts the same mood or idea.  Submit one stock image that you found online, one of your own photos, and a note saying what mood or idea they both show (two photos and one note in all).
UNIT SEVEN: Photography Assignment
20 points.

1. Choose a location with something going on (your family dinner, a sporting event, etc.) and document the “event.” Submit five photographs of the “event” that combine to tell the story of the “event.”
2. Practice capturing candid shots. Submit three photographs where you feel you’ve done a good job of capturing the moment.
3. Photojournalism often involves photographing action. Practice photographing people or objects that are moving. Submit three photographs that contain something in movement.
4. Choose one location. Practice taking overall, medium range, and close-up shots of the location. Submit two photographs for each type of shot (six photos in all).
5. Photojournalism often involves telling a story with a photograph. Practice making each photograph you take contain a story within it. Think about what information the viewer needs to understand what is going on in the photograph. Submit three photographs that you feel tell a story.
UNIT EIGHT: Photography Assignment
15 points.

To practice wedding photographs, enlist the help of family or friends as you “recreate” a wedding. The clothing, location, or other props do not have to be exactly what you’d find in a real wedding. You can use different people for the different assignments.
If you can’t arrange a wedding, you may substitute a special occasion, such as a birthday party or substitute animals (real or stuffed) for the people.
1. Practice using traditional wedding photography poses (not candid). This can include one person, a “bridal” couple, or groups. Submit three photographs using traditional poses.  
2. Practice using wedding photojournalism (candid) techniques. You may want to have your helpers act out common wedding behaviors such as getting ready or participating in the ceremony. Submit three photographs of wedding photojournalism type shots.  
3. Practice taking a portrait photograph of one member of the “bridal” party. Submit three photographs of a “bridal” portrait, showing different poses (using the same person for all three.)
4. Practice taking photographs of the “bridal” couple. These photographs can use either type of wedding photography or a combination of the two. Submit three photographs of the couple.
5. Practice taking photographs of groups of three or more people to mimic the photographs that you might take of the bridal party or families. These photographs can use either type of wedding photography or a combination of the two. Submit three photographs of a group that might be present at the wedding.
