2. Do lessons as needed on ending punctuation in sentences. 

3. Do daily printing lessons. 

4. Begin phonemic awareness lessons and begin teaching phonics lessons. 
For this task:

5. Display pictures of students showing various behaviors in multiple settings. Allow students to explore and discuss the pictures.

6. Read  stories about being a good citizen or starting school each day
7. Create a class thinking map on good/not good citizens based on teacher- selected stories.

8. Students may role play examples of good citizenship.

9. Using sentence frames, collaborative partners discuss why each character was a good/not good citizen.

10. Using the class thinking map, create a shared writing experience using sentence frames.

	Detailed Description of Authentic Performance 

Task 2

	Performance Task:

1. Children will choose three of Lilly’s inappropriate behaviors and record them along with a suggestion for a better behavior choice that Lilly could have made.  These will be recorded on three separate index cards with the behavior on one side and the correction on the other side. A cute variation is to record on templates of the items in her purse (quarters, sunglasses, cheese snacks) the items that Lilly had in her purse.  (Use Index cards)

2. Children will make a purple plastic purse to hold the completed items above. Boys may want to make a backpack instead so teacher can alter the pattern by putting a handle on both sides to make a backpack. 
Suggested Teaching and Learning Sequence:

3. Continue working daily on lessons with printing, end punctuation, collaborative discussion rules and procedures, phonics, and spelling rules. 

4. Read topic related stories each day and discuss inappropriate vs. appropriate behaviors in each story and how they relate to good citizenship.  Lead the students to think about how the characters could have made better choices. Using Think pair share strategy, students discuss suggestive correctives for bad behaviors of characters in these stories. Share out ideas with the class and then create a class poster of student’s ideas. 
5. Teacher reads Lilly’s Purple Plastic Purse by Kevin Henkes. Discuss details of Lilly’s behavior with collaborative partners and possible corrections for bad behavior. Follow up with students completing with the problem/solution graphic organizer. 
6. Students use the problem/solution graphic organizer which they have made to record 3 behaviors and correctives on index cards. These cards will go into the purse/backpack. 
7. Make a purple purse/backpack (templates are embedded). Encourage students to take the purse/backpack home and retell the story. 
8. Assess the priority standard according to the rubric.

	Performance Task:
1. Write a narrative paragraph about school and publish on school frame.
Suggested Teaching and Learning Sequence:

1. Continue teaching all grammar and reading foundational skill lessons as in task 1 and task 2.  The first part of this task focuses on the foundational skills of printing, writing in complete sentences with correct sentence grammar and end punctuation. (L 1.1.j) It will be important to stress these lessons daily and allow children to independently write complete sentences without the use of frames.    (W 1.3)
2. Begin teaching the narrative writing process. (You may use Step Up to Writing). step up to writing example
3. Each day teacher reads school related stories that will help guide/illicit student discussion about school.  Connect to the students’ own experiences.  Discussion should focus on the sequence of the typical school day.

4. Whole group completes a word web graphic organizer with student statements about school.  Display as an anchor chart for the task of writing the paragraph later.
5. Practice using sentence frames to complete written and oral statements about school using whole group and collaborative partner strategies referring to the graphic organizer.

6. Give the students a topic sentence such as:  We do many things at school.  

7. Have the students choose two sentence ideas about school to write after the topic sentences. (anchor chart)   Remind them (or give them) a closing statement to complete the paragraph.  

8. Introduce, teach, and have students practice utilizing the writing icons from the self-check page. Display an anchor chart in your classroom of the self-check writing icons that the students can always refer to. (This chart is available for order at the Media Center or you can make one of your own.)

	Students will create a personalized puppet and perform a “School is Cool” skit to the class based on sentences in their mini books.
