It was reported that Hurri-
cane Helene had destroyed many
homes in the area and forced many
people in the area to move.

Over 16 deaths were
confirmed after the Hurricane dis-
sipated October 12th, and over two
million residents (about the popu-
lation of Nebraska) were left with-
out power.

The damage costs would
range up to over millions of dollars,
and it would take a while for many

of the buildings to be repaired or
rebuilt due to the massive amount
of damage that took place from the
wind and heavy rain.

Hurricane Milton is said to
be a historical storm by many re-
porters, as it not only spawned the
tropical storm, but also a tornado
within the span of Milton passing
through before dissipating.

People have lost many lives
during the two hurricanes, and
many are still out there searching
for their family and loved ones,
hoping to find them unharmed af-
ter the two storms.

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PS5 Pro: Future of Gaming or Expensive Upgrade?

Gaming giant Sony recently an-
nounced the long-awaited upgrade
to the PS5, aptly named the PS5
Pro, and is expected to be released
on November 7th, 2024. They prom-
ise to bring several upgrades, how-
ever, the price tag is making several
gamers reconsider.

According to Sony, the PS5 Pro
vows to be the most visually im-
pressive console of this generation.
They list three major upgrades to
their system: first being an
“Upgraded GPU” for making game-
play smoother, second being ad-
vanced “Ray Tracing” for more dy-
namic lighting, and third being an
“Al-Driven Upscaling” to provide
sharper images and details. Never-
theless, gamers are apprehensive
about purchasing the console due
to its steep price of $699.99. The
PS5 Pro will be a ‘Digital Only’ con-
sole, meaning that it will cost an
extra $80 for the disc drive. For
many gamers this has killed the
hype of the gaming system and
while it is the highest selling con-
sole currently on Amazon, it is not
selling out like the PS5 did back in
2020. Additionally, back when the
PS4 Pro launched in the Fall of
2016, it only cost $400 and the
price of the original PS4 was re-
duced to $200. Meanwhile, the orig-
inal PS5 that is now a 4-year-old
console still costs $500.

Students were asked around
campus what they thought. They
were asked what console they
mainly play games on. Results
showed that 60% of the sample
group were Xbox gamers, while
only 10% played on PlayStation.
The remaining 30% were PC and
mobile phone gamers.
