Classroom instruction meeting location and time: Every Wednesday in Room E102 at 8:35am for First Period, and in Room B108 at 1:22pm for Fifth period. In addition, you must check in at Room E102 on Monday by 9:20am for First Period, and at room G151 between 12:46pm-1:00pm for Fifth Period unless instructed otherwise.

Course Overview: Work Experience Education is an elective class that combines paid or volunteer employment with classroom instruction.  Students attend their jobs during the week, check in once per week, and also attend a class session one period a week at school.  Students develop: positive work habits and attitude, self-confidence and valuable job skills needed to thrive in the work force. 

Students must have teacher-approved, legal employment or volunteer employment while enrolled in this elective.  Course grade and credit is earned by completion of the course requirements which include attending class, submitting paycheck stubs, keeping monthly time reports, completing class assignments, submitting required forms, and maintaining employment. 
The course curriculum includes: job safety, labor laws, work habits, how to get a job, keep a job, leave a job, economic awareness, income taxes, career awareness and career exploration.  
Class Participation and responsibilities: Class participation is a vital piece to succeeding in this class.  Students will be asked to participate in various job related activities in the classroom and be graded accordingly.  You must turn paycheck stubs or volunteer hour logs into Mr. Hinkle or the career center with Ms. Martha Martinez.  Failure to do will result in an F for that portion of the class.    
Grading System: Grades will be based on a point system.  Work hours/Assessments will make up 80% of your final grade and 20% will be derived from classwork, homework, attendance, and class participation.  The grading scale will be as follows:
