Spanish I, Tema 4B:  Create an Invitation
A very special, fun event is coming up on the calendar, and you want to invite some friends to it!  This could be a concert, sporting event, party, etc.  We’ll be utilizing interrogatives, as well as ir + a + infinitive constructions, in order to create the perfect invitation.  Your project will be completed on ONE 8.5x11” sheet of blank computer paper.
You should include the following on your invitation in order:
· The name/title for your event in big letters at the top (pick an event from Tema 4 vocab, or just a general fiesta)
· Underneath the title, write out the following interrogative words with the answer in Spanish
· ¿Para quién? (Who is the party for?)
· ¿Cuándo? (day of the week)
· ¿Dónde? (address or location)
· ¿A qué hora? (include time and time of day)
· ¿Cuántos invitados? (How many guests?)
· Underneath your interrogatives, draw a colorful picture, use clipart, or cut something out from a magazine that represents your event
· Underneath your image, write five sentences that tell what you are going to do at the event (ir + a + infinitive).  Each of these sentences should be at least 6 words each.  Number these sentences #1-5. 
· List five additional sentences that tell what else is going on at the event, or what is not going on at the event (these sentences are NOT ir + a + infinitive format).  For example, “Bebemos unos refrescos y comemos mucha pizza” or “No estudiamos para la clase de inglés.”  Each of these sentences should at least 5 words each. Number these sentences #6-10.   Previous chapters’ vocabulary will be useful for this part!

Use the above information to complete your invitation.  Make sure to decorate your invitation with at least five different colors (NOT highlighters or sharpies). You may type your invitation!  If you can’t print it out/type it at home, use the computer lab or the library.
This invitation is worth 20 points.  In-class time will be dedicated to drafting and peer-editing.  Please see the rubric for further details on how you will be graded.  There is a five point penalty for each day this project is late. Because I am recording your class participation on the attached rubric, it is imperative that you keep this paper. Using an online translator for ANY part of this = automatic 0 for the entire project.
